Services Available

Who will be served: Eligible persons are individuals and families with or without dependent
children in the service area with incomes at or below 50% of the AMI who are experiencing
homel essness as defined in section 103 of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act, have
already lost their own housing unit and are currently doubled up, facing imminent eviction, or
who are unable to meet rental payments without assistance.

Services Provided:
a). Homeless Prevention: short term assistance up to three months to obtain suitable
housing including direct assistance (rental assistance, utilities, moving costs) and suppor-
tive services including case management, jobs/employment services, housing search/
placement, landlord mediation, credit repairs

b) Housing First Rapid Re-Housing and Supportive Services: 1 — 12 months assistance to
help families who are already homeless or who become homeless to obtain permanent
housing as quickly as possible then connecting people to services and ongoing assistance
to help them to stabilize and become more self sufficient, including crisis intervention
activities, housing search assistance, home-based case management, and leasing and
utility assistance

¢) Housing First Rental Assistance: Rental assistance is provided for 1-18 months for
persons who have received services in components a) or b), above, but need some

additional rental assistance to help the household to maintain stable housing, or where a
household must move to another housing unit
