
Monroe Bus Stop Murals  
Request for Artist Proposals 

 
 

The Monroe Transit System and the Masur Museum of Art announce a Request for Artists Proposals for 
public art murals for City of Monroe bus stops. 
 
Eligibility    Individual artists or teams of artists (18 years of age or older) are eligible and encouraged to 
submit proposals.  Priority will be given to regional (northeast Louisiana) artists.  All themes will be 
considered, with a preference for subjects or images that express the city theme: Monroe Proud.  Artists will 
be selected on the basis of materials submitted and clarity of proposal.  Previous experience with public art is 
not a prerequisite.   
 
The Monroe Transit System and the Masur Museum of Art retain the right to photograph or videotape work 
completed as part of this project for publicity, grant writing, and promotional purposes.  Your entry constitutes 
understanding and agreement with the conditions outlined in this request for proposals. 
 
Finished projects become the property of the City of Monroe. 
 
Deadline    All proposals must be received by March14, 2008. 
 
Budget    In addition to providing the sites and surfaces (wood), the committee will supply exterior, acrylic 
paint and brushes for all projects. 
 
Site & Duration    Sites include the following bus stops:  (See attached for sizes and photos.) 

·  South side of Louisville and 19th (near County Market) 
·  South side of Louisville and Washington (in front of Micheals - not the one on the side) 
·  East side of 165 North at McDonald's 
·  East side of 18th St. and Stubbs (at Library) 
·  South side of Forsythe and Oliver 
·  East side of Jackson and Plum 

 
While the murals are not considered permanent, the Monroe Transit System would like the projects to remain 
on view for as long as the materials withstand normal weather conditions. 
 
Timeline & Contact Information    All proposed materials must be received by March 14, 2008.  Late 
proposals will not be accepted.  Submissions should be e-mailed to: evelyn.pell@ci.monroe.la.us, or mailed 
to:  Masur Museum of Art, 1400 South Grand Street, Monroe, LA, 71201.   
 
Selection Committee   The winning projects will be selected by representatives from the Monroe Transit 
System, the Masur Museum of Art, and the Monroe community. 
 
Calendar    Deadline:       March 14, 2008 
       Notification:    April 1, 2008 
       Completion date:      May 30, 2008 
 
Submission Requirements 
- One page maximum concept statement for the mural (the mural must be original and not previously 

exhibited)  
- Resume (include individual resumes for all team members) 
- Up to two 8.5” x 11” conceptual drawings of the project (optional) 
- Five to ten digital images of your (or your team’s) work.  If you have not previously made public art, 

include images that show a sense of your imagery and working process. 
- Self-addressed stamped envelope for returning submission materials.  All other materials become the 

property of the Monroe Transit System.

Site Specifics 

 
 
One artist or team of artists will be selected for each site.  Site preference may be indicated in the 
proposal, however Monroe Transit cannot guarantee placement. 
 
Each site allows for murals in two places: 

1. Inside and outside windows behind the bus stop bench 
2. Outside panel of the advertising box 

 
(Inside panel of the advertising box will display information on the project and the artist for that particular site.) 
 
 
Windows  behind the benches are either in two (2) or four (4) panels.  Details and sizes of these windows for 
each site are listed below: 

 
·  South side of Louisville and 19th (near County Market) – four (4) 34 x 37 inch panels 

 
·  South side of Louisville and Washington (front of Micheals) – two (2) 34 x 46 inch panels 

 
·  East side of 165 North at McDonald's – two (2) 34 x 46 inch panels 

 
·  East side of 18th St. and Stubbs (at Library) – two (2) 34 x 46 inch panels 

 
·  South side of Forsythe and Oliver – four (4) 34 x 37 inch panels 

 
·  East side of Jackson and Plum – two (2) 34 x 46 inch panels 

 
 
Advertising box  panels are all 49 x 69 inches.
